Doesnôt 

make sense to us, but thatôs the law, and we cant change that. Unfortunately, their own 

people are the ones who miss out. Within the next two months we hope to share the 

goodies inside with the local families that are a part of 

CRCC Uganda.    

A big thank you to all our 

fantastic donors who have 

continued to sponsor CRCC 

children throughout these 

hard times and are now giv-

ing them an education and 

support for their families too.   
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Another great achievement was the 

purchase of land, which is in a great 

position, overlooking Lake Victoria. 

Currently, we've been able to construct 

a building for an office as well as toilet 

facilities. The future goal is to build a 

small home to house the vulnerable 

and needy children of Uganda.
